Whereas, Art IS Education, which includes dance, music, theater, literary arts and the visual arts, marks its 10-year anniversary of supporting a shared vision of high quality education for every child, in every school, every day in Alameda County; and
 
Whereas, the arts advance a culture of thinking and exploration that helps children solve problems, think critically, innovate and develop the learning dispositions needed to become contributing members of the community; and
 
Whereas, the Alameda County Arts Commission has taken a leadership role in partnership with the Alameda County Office of Education’s Alliance for Arts Learning Leadership to coordinate featured Art IS Education events within each district of the County Board of Supervisors to strengthen relationships between county government, city and civic organizations, local arts organizations and school districts; and


Whereas, Art IS Education in Alameda County demonstrates the value of the arts for all students, celebrates the hero within each child, and honors the adult heroes who are forging new relationships and programs to bring arts learning to youth.
 
Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that this Board of Supervisors, County of Alameda, State of California supports the work of the Alameda County Arts Commission, and encourages partnerships with the Alliance for Arts Learning Leadership and the Art IS Education Program involving all 18 local school districts.
 
Be It Further Resolved, on this 23rd day of February 2010, this Board of Supervisors proclaims the month of March as the opening month for Art IS Education 2010 and encourages all communities to support the arts and arts education.
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
